For the Crust 

4tbsp. Butter, melted 

26 Oreo cookies 

pinch of kosher salt 

For the Cheesecake 

4 8oz bars of cream cheese 

softened 

1&1/2 cups sugar 

1/4 cup cornstarch 

4 large eggs 

2/3 cup Baileys 

1 tsp vanilla extract 

For Ganache 

2/3 cup heavy cream 

2 cups semisweet choc chips 

1) Preheat oven to 325º and 

butter an 8" or 9" springform 

pan. 

2) Make crust: In a food proces-

sor, blend Oreos with melted 

butter and salt. Pat into a 

springform pan and set aside 

while you make filling. 

3) Make cheesecake: In a large 

bowl using a hand mixer, beat 

cream cheese and sugar until 

completely smooth and fluffy. 

Add cornstarch, then add 

eggs. Add Baileys and vanilla. 

4) Pour batter into crust and 

place on a large baking sheet. 

5) Bake until center of cheese-

cake is only slightly jiggly, 1 

hour 20 minutes to 1 hour 30 

minutes. Let cheesecake cool 

in oven, 1 hour, then refriger-

ate until completely cool, 4 

hours or up to overnight. (If 

you'd like to use a water 

bath, tightly wrap outside of 

springform pan with two 

layers of aluminum foil. 

Transfer to a deep roasting 

pan and pour in enough boil-

ing water to reach halfway up 

the cheesecake pan. Bake as 

directed.) 

6) When ready to serve, make 

ganache: In a small saucepan 

over low heat, heat heavy 

cream. Place chocolate in a 

heat-proof bowl and pour 

over hot heavy cream. Let sit 

3 minutes, then stir until 

creamy and no lumps remain. 

Refrigerate ganache until 

slightly thick, 15 minutes, and 

spread all over cheesecake. 

Let set 10 minutes, then 

serve.

The song made famous by the great Christy Moore was written 

by Bobby Sands while in prison.  On March 1, 1981, Bobby 

Sands began his 66 day hunger strike.   

 

In 1803 we sailed out to sea  

Out from the sweet town of Derry  

For Australia bound if we didn't all drown  

And the marks of our fetters we carried.  

 

In the rusty iron chains we sighed for our wains  

As our good wives we left in sorrow.  

As the mainsails unfurled our curses we hurled  

On the English and thoughts of tomorrow.

Robert Gerard Sands (Irish: wƻƛōŜłǊŘ DŜŀǊƽƛŘ j {ŜŀŎƘƴŀǎŀƛƎƘ; 
9 March 1954 – 5 May 1981) was a member of the Provisional 
Irish Republican Army who died on hunger strike while impris-
oned at HM Prison Maze after being sentenced for firearms 
possession. 
He was the leader of the 1981 hunger strike in which Irish re-
publican prisoners protested against the removal of Special 
Category Status. During Sands's strike, he was elected to the 
British Parliament as an Anti H-Block candidate. His death and 
those of nine other hunger strikers was followed by a new 
surge of Provisional IRA recruitment and activity. International 
media coverage brought attention to the hunger strikers, and 
the Republican movement in general, attracting both praise and 
criticism. 

By 1966, sectarian violence in Rathcoole, along with the rest of 
Belfast, had considerably worsened, and the minority Catholic 
population there found itself under siege. Despite always hav-
ing had Protestant friends, Sands suddenly found that none of 
them would even speak to him, and he quickly learned to asso-
ciate only with Catholics. 
 
He left school in 1969 at age 15, and enrolled in Newtownabbey 
Technical College, beginning an apprenticeship as a coach build-
er at Alexander's Coach Works in 1970. He worked there for 
less than a year, enduring constant harassment from his 
Protestant co-workers, which according to several co-workers 
he ignored completely, as he wished to learn a meaningful 
trade. He was eventually confronted after leaving his shift in 
January 1971 by a number of his coworkers wearing the arm-
bands of the local Ulster loyalist tartan gang. He was held at 
gunpoint and told that Alexander's was off-limits to "Fenian 
scum" and to never come back if he valued his life. He later said 
that this event was the point at which he decided that militancy 
was the only solution.

Triquetra   

The triquetra is often found in insular art, most notably metal 

work and in illuminated manuscripts like the .ƻƻƪ ƻŦ YŜƭƭǎ. It is 

also found in similar artwork on Celtic crosses and slabs from 

the early Christian period. The fact that the triquetra rarely 

stood alone in medieval Celtic art has cast reasonable doubt on 

its use as a pri- mary symbol of belief. 

In manuscripts it is used primarily as a 

space filler or ornament in much 

more complex compositions, and in 

knotwork panels it is a design motif inte-

grated with oth- er design elements. 

This widely recognised knot has been used as a singular symbol 

for the past two centuries by Celtic Christians, pagans and ag-

nostics as a sign of special things and people that are threefold. 

Sometimes with an added circle in or around the three lobes. 

Also known as a "trinity knot" when parallel doubled-lines are in 

the graph, the design is used as a religious symbol adapted from 

ancient Pagan Celtic images by Christiani-

ty. It is similar to Odin's symbol, the 

valknut.
